At this month s membership meet-
ing, Action Wisconsin will be asking
us to endorse its campaign against a
proposed Wisconsin con- stitutional
amendment banning marriage and
civil unions between same sex
couples.

In order to be enacted, the
amendment would need to be
approved by the Wisconsin Legis-
lature twice and then approved by
a statewide referendum. The Legis-
lature has approved the amend-
ment once, in March 2004, and it is
expected to vote again this spring.
If approved, the amendment will go
before voters this fall.

Action Wisconsin is looking for
PD s help in various ways. First, the
organization wants our endorse-
ment and wants our leadership to
educate our membership about the
campaign. In addition, it would like
us to send a representative to attend
the monthly No on the Amend-
ment coalition meeting.
